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GUIDE SHEET: BOOK

FUZZY YELLOW DUCKLINGS

Supporting Your Child’s Development: Children learn best by using all their senses.  This book stimulates your child by using her/his sense of touch, along with visual cues.  As your child associates textures with particular animals, he/she is learning new vocabulary and is problem-solving, both of which are basic elements of early literacy.
Remember the following when reading a book with your child:
· Have a good time with this book and the child!
· Invite the child to look and listen.

· Try to sit the child beside you or between you and your ParentChild+ Early Learning Specialist.

· Show and read the title page to the child.

· Show and describe to the child how to turn the pages and treat the book.

· Read to the child in a clear, easy voice.  Don’t go too fast.  Allow time for the child to think about the story.

· Stop at most illustrations to talk about them.  Ask the child questions about the illustrations to help the child reason things out.

Encourage the child to point out and name:

· Colors:  Yellow ducklings, brown toads, gray koalas, green iguanas, etc. 
· Shapes and Sizes:  Little ducklings, pointy beaks, crescent, line, oval, square, triangle
· Numbers:  Six ducklings, Eleven toads, Three koalas, Seven sheep
· Relationships:  The frogs are sitting on the branches.  The baby koalas has his arms around his mother.
· Textures:  Sticky tongue, Bumpy toad
Invite the child to tell about experiences related to the story and pictures:

· Have you ever seen baby ducklings?  Where?  
· Where is a good place to see animals?
· Can you climb a tree like a koala bear?

· Can you stick your tongue out like a frog?
· What else is sticky, scratchy, bumpy, etc.?

Have the child reason things out and make choices:

· Where do sharks live?

· Why are the frogs catching flies with their tongues?

· What do you eat?  Do you use your tongue to eat?
· Can you find a page that feels soft?  Can you find a page that feels scratchy?
Remember throughout the home visit to:

ENCOURAGE the child to talk.          

PRAISE the child for doing well.

ASK the child questions.
         


HELP the child when needed.

LISTEN to the child’s answers.


RESPOND to the child’s answers.
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
